Constitutional Change for Eligibility

At the AGM in Timmins in April 2010, the National Executive passed a motion allowing Peace Officers to participate on a trial basis for a two year period.  The terms of eligibility are listed hereunder and shall be made part of the Constitution.  Please refer to the portion in bold so that each Association can distribute this change to those qualified as agreed by the motion.
 
Any persons meeting this criteria MUST curl with a minimum of two Police Officers on the team.
 
Any questions concerning eligibility or team composition shall be directed to the National Executive for clarification.
 
 
o       Motion 2, that the CPCA accept the following criteria for eligibility to play in Police Curling Championship.  
 
         Any person who is designated a Peace Officer or Auxiliary Officer with at least two years of service within any Provincial or Territorial Association in which they reside.  This may include but is not restricted to Canadian Border Services Agency (CBSA), Customs Officers, Correctional Officers, and, Conservation and Fisheries Officers.  These are to be determined by the National Executive on a case by case submission.
         Are members in good standing within the Provincial or Territorial Association in which they reside.
         Retired Peace Officer or Auxiliary Officer with a minimum of 15 years service in the employ of their agency.
         These persons must play on a team with a minimum of two regular member Police Officers that are in good standing with their Provincial or Territorial Association
        This motion will be effective for a two year period to determine viability for expanded membership into the CPCA.
